6.0 - 8.0 fl oz Apply 6.0 to 8 fl oz (0.18 -0.225 lbs. 
active) per acre. Begin application 

approximately 2 - 5 weeks after petal fall 
when environmental conditions are 

favorable for disease development.  
 

For optimum disease control, apply on a 7- 

to 14-day application schedule.  
 

Alternaria Leaf 

Spot 
(Alternaria 
alternata ) 

8.0 fl. oz If monitoring or history indicates the 

presence of Alternaria, apply 8 oz/A of 
PROPI-STAR EC in the late spring (mid 

April to beginning of May) and then repeat 
the treatment 2-3 weeks later. 

 

 Do not apply more than 32 fl. oz. per acre per season of PROPI-STAR EC. 

 Do not apply more than 0.90 lb. a.i. propiconazole per acre per season. 

 Do not apply within 60 days of harvest. 

 Do not graze livestock in treated areas or cut treated cover crop for feed. 

 Make no more than two consecutive applications before rotating to a fungicide with 

a different mode of action (not a Group 3). 
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
